Whispering cornettist Roy Fox arrived in Britain in the early 1930s. He soon led one of the finest dance bands at the Monseigneur Restaurant in Piccadilly, featuring Al Bowlly as his main vocalist. Following a spell of illness, he formed a new band that went on to make some of the finest dance band recordings of the 1930s, featuring an array of talented musicians and vocalists. Roy disbanded in 1938 and this wonderful band came to an end. Thankfully, we can enjoy their legacy of wonderful recordings.
